











Entry Requirements

All participants on this course must be
qualified Occupational Therapists,
Physiotherapists, Dieticians, Speech and
Language Therapists or Therapeutic
Radiographers, working in a suitable
practice setting, for example a hospital,
nursing home, hospice or community
team. Consideration will be given to other
Allied Health Professionals on an individual
basis. All participants should have direct
contact with patients requiring a palliative
approach to care.

NB: This course may not be suitable for
anyone currently grieving or facing
bereavement.

Study Support

On attendance at the introductory
evening, a facilitator will be assigned to
each candidate. The facilitator will be
available during the course by phone and
email for support and advice as required.

Assessment

Assessment of learning is as follows:

Portfolio (Case Study):

Each candidate will complete a portfolio
of a patient with palliative care needs.
This will involve submitting a written case
study demonstrating personal and
professional reflection about the
management of such a patient. The
participant will need to support the study
with reference to relevant up-to-date
literature and to demonstrate a
commitment to future palliative care
practice.

Written Examination:

The 90 minute written examination will
comprise short note questions in response
to a video scenario and multiple choice
questions on topics covered in the
handbook and DVD.

Following successful completion of the
course candidates will receive a Certificate
in Essential Palliative Care for Allied Health
Professionals and a detailed breakdown of
their marks.
